I. The Stone is Precious: To the Father - V 6a

WHICH THE BUILDERS REJECTED, THIS BECAME THE CHIEF 

CORNER stone; THIS CAME ABOUT FROM THE LORD, AND IT IS 

MARVELOUS IN OUR EYES ' 

Romans 9:33 

just as it is written, "BEHOLD, I LAY IN ZION A STONE OF STUMBLING 

AND A ROCK OF OFFENSE, AND HE WHO BELIEVES IN HIM WILL 

NOT BE DISAPPOINTED." 

 

II. The Stone is Esteemed: by Believers - V 6b-7a 
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Isaiah 28:16 

Therefore, thus says the Lord GOD, "Behold, I am laying in Zion a stone, a 

tested stone, A costly cornerstone for the foundation, firmly placed. He who 

believes in it will not be disturbed. 

 

John 10:3-4, 14, 27-28 

To him the doorkeeper opens, and the sheep hear his voice, and he 

calls his own sheep by name and leads them out. 4"When he puts forth 

all his own, he goes ahead of them, and the sheep follow him because 

they know his voice. 

 

14I am the good shepherd, and I know My own and My own know Me, 

 
2"My sheep hear My voice, and I know them, and they follow Me; 

28and I give eternal life to them, and they will never perish; and no 

one will snatch them out of My hand.

III. The Stone is Stumbled Over: By the Disobedient - V 7b-8 

 

Isaiah 8:14-15 

"Then He shall become a sanctuary; But to both the houses of Israel, a stone 

to strike and a rock to stumble over, And a snare and a trap for the 

inhabitants of Jerusalem. 15 "Many will stumble over them, Then they will 

fall and be broken; They will even be snared and caught." 

John 3:18, 36 

He who believes in Him is not judged; he who does not believe has been 

judged already, because he has not believed in the name of the only begotten 

Son of God.
